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A\ message from your President |
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As you already know, the board of directors of the
Imperial Hawaii Vacations Club (IHVC) purchased our
twelve intervals and ten parking spaces. This eliminated a
major expense to our members, primarily because the $2.5
million special assessment would have devastated our Club

nancially. We have received a total of $2,374,000 for nine
of the twelve units and ten parking spaces. The other three
units are essentially sold, with an expected closing date on or
before April 30, 2009. This will add an additional $741,000
minus legal fees & taxes. The WWVC board has approved
the Premier Access program proposed by Trading Places. It
was designed speci cally for WWVC members to give us
access to 11 other resorts, based on availability, as well as the
current six resorts in our WWVC family. You should have
received a special mailing about this last fall. This program
became effective January 1, 2009 and includes four resorts in
Hawaii, two in Tennessee, two in California, one in Nevada,
one in Arizona, and one in Missouri.

The WWVC board recently approved expending funds
to refurbish our WWVC units at Embarcadero and Summer
Oaks. We hope to have the refurbishment completed by the
end of the year.

The cooperative exchange agreement with the World
International Vacations Club (WIVC) board of directors
to exchange weeks for the bene t of our and their member
owners has not attracted very much interest as of yet. | signed
a two-year agreement, effective January 1, 2008. Trading
Places reports that some exchanges have occurred this year,
but not many. To refresh your memory, WWVC members
have an opportunity to exchange a total of 50 one-week
intervals at each of four WIVC properties: Magic Tree Resort
in Kissimmee, Florida, The Inn at SilverCreek, Colorado,
Villacana in Malaga, Spain, and Coral Mar in Cancun,

Mexico. Check out their web site at www.wivc.com. WIVC
members have an opportunity to exchange a total of 50
one-week intervals at each of three WWVC properties: The
Lodge at Kingsbury in Stateline, Nevada, Summer Oaks
in Merrimac, Wisconsin and Embarcadero in Newport,
Oregon. Each club has allocated weeks from inventory not
utilized by its own members. These weeks are spread among
unit types, seasons, and weeks of the year in approximate
proportion to the mix of inventory owned by the clubs.
No exchange fees will be charged. Contact Trading Places
reservations for further information.
